Discussed details for the upcoming Liberty Dinner prior to quorum with Seth Cohn and Chris Lopez

Called to order 7:15pm

Present: Dawn Lincoln, Carol McGuire, Denis Goddard, Dan Itse, and Michelle Levell

Secretary’s Report: Denis moves to accept May minutes, Carol seconds, motion carries.

Denis suggests posting minutes to website. Priority to get an email or mini newsletter to members re upcoming Liberty Dinner.

Treasurer’s Report: Dan accepts treasurer’s May report, Denis seconds, motion carries.

Chairman’s Report: discussion re next board elections in 9/08 for chair and research

Membership Report: 650 members, 10 lifetime members. New logo in gold ready to use. Denis will separate images into individual ones to make them easier to use. New lifetime member cards asap.

Civic Action Report: none

Political Action Report: Comments that we need a quick turnaround on candidate survey and incumbent info before general election. Denis will be responsible for getting it out in the needed time. Discussion about getting NHLA members involved in pro-liberty candidate campaigns. Dan offers to conduct “call to muster” meetings through the state. Initial one scheduled at Dan’s house 6/17 at 7pm. Second one on 6/24 at Murphy’s. Dan offers to speak at one of the two NHLA slots at Porc Fest. Carol will ask Don Gorman to speak at the other time. Discussion re campaign contributions from the NHLA PAC account. Dan moves that the NHLA donate $100 to incumbents that receive a NHLA rating of A+. Michelle seconds. Motion carries. We will pass out checks at the LD to those who are present.

Research Report: Discussion re the “dereliction of duty” designation on the Report Card. Discussion that DOD will be applied in odd years only (first sessions) when the legislator could get a special election. Will use “incomplete” in even years.

Old Business

By-Law Change: (see May minutes pertaining to by-law 2.3.2) Denis moves to accept change as written in the May minutes. Carol seconds. Motion carries.

Liberty Dinner: discussed schedule changes, dinners, many logistics (sorry I didn’t note everything), top reviewers invited to cocktail reception at no charge

2008 Report Card: info to Shuvom by Wednesday, to Chris Lopez by Friday. A few suggestions to integrate Senators’ score into the same document. Try to put Reps and Senators under the district, not sure if this change can be done within the time constraints. Use new logo. Put logo on opposite pages from the quote. 

Candidate Survey: Discussed survey question by question. Assigned a 0, 5, or 10 point value to each answer.  Intend to mail by 6/22 to all challengers.

New Business

Porc Fest: Dan and Denis at the State House tour on 6/11 at 10:00-11:30am, meet at Hall of Flags. Include note in email/newsletter to members inviting them to attend the tour. Also include request asking for help manning exhibit table at Porc Fest 6/13-6/14.

Concord Market Days:  ½ table for $150, July 17-19, highly attended, use World’s Smallest Political Quiz, Denis can help work table. Denis moves to allocate funds for the NHLA to have a table at this event. Dan seconds. Motion carries. Put a note in the email/newsletter requesting help to man the table.

Article Three, Board of Directors: (see document from Dawn) Dawn moves to accept changes as proposed. Dan seconds. Motion carries. This would result in the Civic Action fund being rolled into the PAC fund.

Educational Activities: Dan suggests a constitutional class for candidates to be held sometime in August. Two purposes – give them tools to articulate constitution to their constituents and help educate them about the NHLA’s goals.

By-Laws change

3.2 The Board will consist of seven Directors: a Chairman, a Director of Political Action, a Director of Civic Action, a Vice Chairman, a Director of Membership, a Director of Research, a Secretary and a Treasurer. Specific duties may be assigned to each Director by majority vote of the Board. Effective 08/15/08, the Director of Civic Action shall be replaced with the Vice Chairman. 

3.5.1 Starting in 2007 the term of office for each board position shall expire as follows:
Odd years: April 30th: civic action, vice chairman, secretary; September 30th: political action.
Even years: April 30th: treasurer, membership; September 30th: chairman, research. 

3.8 The Directors may, at their option, elect a standing vice-chair from among themselves to fulfill the functions of the Chairman in the event of the Chairman's absence. 

Article Four - Officers 

4.3 The duties of the Vice Chairman shall include, but not be limited to: fulfilling the functions of the Chairman in the event of the Chairman's absence. . Director of Civic Action shall include, but not be limited to: finding appropriate NH residents to receive financial assistance through our Neighbors in Need matching funds program, scheduling charitable events throughout the year to bring non-governmental assistance to NH residents.
