1. Call To Order

(a) Chairman Eileen Landies called to order the regular meeting of the NHLA at 6:38 pm on March 3, 2011 at Liberty Books & Comics in Concord, N.H.

3. Secretary’s Report – Paul, Comeau, Jr.
(a) Joel motioned to accept the minutes from the February 3 meeting.  Eileen seconded.  The motion carried.

4. Treasurer’s Report – Steve Villee

(a) Steve reported that the ending balances for February are $3,653.75 in PAC, $873.46 in Civic Action, and $6,726.21 in Operation for a grand total of $11,253.42. 

(b) Steve reported a $94.28 kickback from Amazon/NHLA affiliation program.  

(c) Steve reported that he mistakenly sent $150 instead of the Board approved $100 to the Ward Bird fund.  He said that he would personally make up the difference.

(d) Sandy submitted the receipt for the $100 table at Nullify Now.

(e) Paul motioned to accept the Treasurer’s Report.  Eileen seconded. The motion carried.

5. Membership Director’s Report – Keith Ammon

(a) Keith reported that the totals as of the end of February are 1135 basic (up 6), 50 full (up 0), and 55 lifetime (up 1).

(b) Keith reported that he is going to personally fund an online promotion to draw in more politically active members.  This project is a test pilot program that focuses on people who do online searches using certain words or phrases and drawing a link to the NHLA.  Should it work, the Board may want to adopt and pay for it through the Operations fund.

6. Political Action Director’s Report –Rep. Joel Winters
(a) Joel motioned to accept the amended by-law 3.5.1 introduced last month to read as follow:

“3.5.1 Starting in [2007] May 2011 the term of office for each board position shall expire as follows:  

Odd years: April 30th: vice chairman, secretary, [September 30th] November 30th: political, treasurer;
Even years: April 30th: [treasurer,] membership; [September 30th] November 30th: chairman, research.”

Paul seconded.  The motion carried.

(b) Joel offered to conduct a Public Testimony seminar during the March 16th State House tour.  Paul agreed to announce in the newsletter.

(c) Joel motioned to spend $199 for a year subscription to “thelobbynh.com.”  Eileen seconded.  The motion carried.

7. Research Director’s Report – Dan Garthwaite

(a) Dan reported that the backups were working and the Gold Standard was going out.
8. Vice Chairman’s Report – Sandy Pierre

(a) Sandy reported the list of sponsorship offers for Porcfest.  One of the best and low cost offers was to rent one of the golf carts that will be driving around the campground during Porcfest and dress it up with décor and the NHLA banner.  The Board agreed that this will give us the most exposure and decided to go with that.

(b) Sandy motioned to spend $400 ($350 for the golf cart and $50 for décor) on the Porcfest sponsorship package.  Eileen seconded. The motion carried.

(c) Sandy reported that the table for Nullify Now is all set.  She also noted that the organizers invited the NHLA to participate in the Q&A at the end of the event.  Dan agreed to represent the NHLA at the Q&A.

9. Chairman’s Report – Eileen Landies

(a) Eileen inquired a list of good potential candidates for the upcoming Board elections.  Names that came to mind were Keith C. (VC), Kevin B. (VC), Jeanmarie (Sec.), Jason S. (Sec.) Ted G., and Brandon R.  The Board agreed to reach out to these people to see if there’s an interest and possible nomination.

(b) Eileen noted that during the March 16th State House tour, the NHLA will be announced as a guest during the House session on that day as a way to gain more exposure to the Reps.

(c) Eileen reported that Volunteer Appreciation event set for Friday, April 1st is all set.  Kevin B. will arrange for pizza and beer to be served.  Mark W. has reserved a location in Goffstown.  The event will begin at 7:30 pm.
