Board of Director Meeting Minutes

for April 8, 2010

1. Call To Order

(a) Chairman Mark Warden called to order the regular meeting of the NHLA at 6:42 pm on March 11, 2010 at Liberty Books & Comics in Concord.

2. Roll Call

(a) NHLA Secretary Paul, Comeau, Jr. conducted roll call. (The board members that were present have an asterisk (*) the left of their name.)

3. Secretary’s Report – Paul, Comeau, Jr.

(a) Paul noted to add the date of the next board meeting under new business.

(b) Joel motioned to accept the minutes from the March 11 meeting. Steve seconded. The motion carried with amendment.

4. Treasurer’s Report – Steve Villee

(a) Steve reported that we have $3,555.09 in PAC, $1,473.46 in Civic Action, and $4,544.32 in Operation for a grand total of $9,572.87. 

(b) Steve motioned to retroactively approve the $113 overrun expenditures of the Meet the Reps. Event.  Paul seconded.  The motion carried.

(c) Sandy motioned to accept the Treasurer’s Report.  Jeremy seconded. The motion carried.

(d) Steve informed the board that as of March 2010, NHLA has accumulated a total of $6 on the Amazon.com affiliate program.  Stave also noted that Amazon.com only sends money when the balance is over $10.

5. Chairman’s Report – Mark Warden

(a) Mark had no report to share for this month.

6. Membership Director’s Report – Michelle Levell

(a) Membership count to date is 2,008 basic (up 24), 33 lifetime (up 1), and 21 full (up 2) for a total of 2,062 members.

(b) Michelle informed the board that the brief questionnaire for all new members is ready to go.  The questionnaire is designed to find general information about the new member such as how they heard about the NHLA, other liberty group affiliations, and top liberty issues.

(c) Michelle informed the board that she will not run for re-election.

7. Political Action Director’s Report –Rep. Joel Winters
(a) Joel noted that doing a Gold Standard type voting guide for the Senate is not feasible.  The Senate is a different breed and needs to be influenced differently.

(b) Joel informed the board that the candidate training session went well.  There were approx. 22 people in attendance.  Candidate training surveys did go out, waiting for response.

(c) Joel reminded the board that Don G. will be hosting further candidate training sessions and to announce the next one in the newsletter for May 1st.

(d) Joel presented the board with a proposed rough draft of the updated NHLA Candidate Survey.  After some discussion, the survey was tabled until after the DTI summit.

8. Research Director’s Report – Jeremy Olson

(a) Jeremy reported that he has been keeping track of Roll Called bills.

(b) Jeremy informed the board that the email alert program is ready to go live.  The board agreed to test it on the paid members for the remainder of this session year, then sell it to the public for the next session year.

9. Vice Chairman’s Report – Sandy Pierre

(a) Sandy reported that she will send out an updated report on the DTI emails received.  

(b) The board debated extensively the criteria of what constitutes a “don’t touch” issue.  After much discussion and careful consideration, Joel motioned that “don’t touch” issues are based upon principled (conflicting pro-liberty arguments on both sides), not practical, reasons.  Jeremy seconded.  The motion carried.  (Roll Call:  Joel-Yea,  Sandy-Yea,  Paul-Yea,  Steve-Yea,  Mark-Nay,  Jeremy-Yea,  Michelle-Absent)

(c) The board agreed that the structure of the summit will be that of public testimony.  Mark agreed to mediate the summit.

10. Old Business

(a) Board elections to run 4/17 to 4/30.  Nominations to close 4/16.  Jeremy to provide a printable mail-in ballot form on the website.  Mail-in ballots to be received by 4/30.  Steve agreed to check the P.O. Box on May 1st for ballots.

(b) Paul agreed to announced the Tea Party Events on April 15th in the newsletter.

11. New Business

(a) The board agreed to do another Liberty Dinner.  Mark informed that he will approach Shuvom G. and Kevin B. to coordinate.

(b) Jeremy informed the board that he will be attending Free Keene Fest on 4/18 and will man a table at the event.

(c) Mark approached the board regarding a donation request to the new Homeschoolers PAC recently formed.  The question arose that “Can a PAC donate to another PAC?”  After some discussion, the board agreed not to donate at this time.
