Board of Director Meeting Minutes

for May 13, 2010

1. Call To Order

(a) Chairman Mark Warden called to order the regular meeting of the NHLA at 6:38 pm on May 13, 2010 at Liberty Books & Comics in Concord.

2. Roll Call

(a) NHLA Secretary Paul, Comeau, Jr. conducted roll call. (The board members that were present have an asterisk (*) the left of their name.)

Mark motioned to suspend the regular agenda for this month’s Board meeting to focus on Liberty Dinner and Don’t Touch Issues policy.  Keith seconded.  The motion carried.

3. Liberty Dinner

(a) Kevin B., the Liberty Dinner coordinator, reported to the Board the details of the many different locations he investigated to host the dinner.  The Board agreed that The Chateau in Manchester, N.H. was the best.

(b) The Board agreed to set the prices for the dinner at $38 for Basic Members/guests and $35 for paid members and for the reception at $12 for Basic Members/guests and $10 for paid members.  The Board also agreed to accept silver as payment for the dinner.

(c) Paul agreed to announce the Liberty Dinner in the newsletter.  Also to add a blurb soliciting nominations for “in the legislative system” Activist of the Year.

(d) Steve motioned to allow the expenditure of up to $1,500 for any deposits required in connection with Liberty Dinner.  Sandy seconded.  The motion carried.

4. Secretary’s Report – Paul, Comeau, Jr.

(a) Joel motioned to accept the minutes from the April 8 meeting. Jeremy seconded. The motion carried.

5. Treasurer’s Report – Steve Villee

(a) Steve reported that we have $4,055.09 in PAC, $1,473.46 in Civic Action, and $4,405.44 in Operation for a grand total of $9,933.99. 

(b) Steve informed the Board that the insurance policy for the organization is up for renewal.  He noted that it would cost $700 for another year.  Paul motioned to renew the insurance policy before the end of the month unless, after verification from ex-board members as to the reasons why the policy was first established, a strong argument can be made to not renew.  Joel seconded.  The motion carried.

(c) Joel motioned to accept the Treasurer’s Report.  Jeremy seconded.  The motion carried.

6. Don’t Touch Issues

(a) Paul read the Straw Poll results from the DTI summit.  Straw Poll votes were based on the question of “Do you think the issue in question should remain on the “Don’t Touch Issues” list?”  Results were:  Abortion – 15 Yea, 3 Nay,  Marriage – 6 Yea, 14 Nay,  Death Penalty – 4 Yea, 9 Nay,  Assisted Suicide – 1 Yea, 16 Nay,  Illegal Immigration – 8 Yea, 9 Nay,  Right-To-Work – 1Yea, 4 Nay.

(b) Joel motioned to adopt a formal “Don’t Touch Issues” policy on abortion, marriage, death penalty, assisted suicide, illegal immigration, and right to work.  Jeremy seconded.  The motion failed (0-7).

(c) Steve motioned that the NHLA has no formal “Don’t Touch Issues” policy.  Joel seconded.  The motion carried (7-0).

(d) Steve motioned to state position on abortion based on Joel’s suggested two conflicting liberty issue blurb, subject to wording changes for final newsletter announcement.  Sandy seconded.  The motion carried (7-0)

(e) Keith motioned to state position on marriage as to remove government regulations from the institution of marriage, subject to wording changes for final newsletter announcement.  Paul seconded.  The motion carried (7-0).

(f) Jeremy motioned to state position on the death penalty as being that there are two conflicting liberty positions, subject to wording changes for final newsletter announcement.  Keith seconded.  The motion carried (6-0-1).

(g) Joel motioned to state position on assisted suicide using the blurb from HB 304 and the core principle of self-ownership, subject to wording changes for final newsletter announcement.  Jeremy seconded.  The motion carried (7-0).

(h) Joel motioned to state position on illegal immigration and right to work as that the Board acknowledges these issues but sees no special concerns with them and will treat them just like any other bill, subject to wording changes for final newsletter announcement.  Keith seconded.  The motion carried (7-0).

7. Old Business

(a) The Board agreed to hold a committee meeting set for 5/27/10 at 7:00 pm to pick the bills for the liberty ratings, finalize Liberty Dinner details, PorcFest participation, and any new items that may arise.
