Board of Director Meeting Minutes

for June 2, 2011

1. Call To Order

(a) Vice Chair, Sandy Pierre called to order the regular meeting of the NHLA at 6:42 pm on June 2, 2011 at Liberty Books & Comics in Concord, N.H.

2. Roll Call

(a) Secretary, Jason Sutherland, conducted roll call. (All board members present at the time of the roll call are marked with an asterisk (*).)

(d) Other members/guests present: None
3. Secretary’s Report – Jason Sutherland
(a) Sandy made a motion to accept the amended May 5th minutes, Joel seconded, motion carried.
(b) The Board decided the target date for the June newsletter would be June 16th with drafts available to the board several days in advance. 

(c) There was discussion of mentioning the NHLA donation of $100 to Bill Alleman’s legal defense in the newsletter. The Board decided a write up should be included. 
(d) Dan stated that he would meet with Jason and Keith, after the board meeting, to demonstrate how to use Mail Chimp for the newsletter and action alerts. 
4. Treasurer’s Report – Steve Villee

(a) Steve reported that we already had money coming in for the Liberty dinner as people were signing up. 
(b) Steve reported that funds from the Amazon affiliate account were trending back up and it brought in approximately $47 in May. 
(c) Steve reported that the ending balances for May were $4,203.75 in PAC, $673.46 in Civic Action, and $5,961.45 in Operations for a grand total of $11,032.22. 
(d) Steve reported that the website was updated to show the Liberty dinner link at the top of the front page.

(e) Steve reported that there would be no new Secretary of State reporting requirements for June 2011. 
(f) Keith suggested that we include the link to the reoccurring monthly donations in the next newsletter.
(g) There was a discussion of the history of civic action in the NHLA and what its future would be. Board decided that a bylaw change would likely be needed if civic action was to be continued after the current civic action fund was exhausted. No new funds had been going to the civic action account since the bylaw amendment that changed the board position of Director of Civic action to the board position of Vice Chair. 
(h) Joel made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report, Sandy seconded, motion passed. 

5. Membership Director’s Report – Keith Ammon

(a) Keith reported that the membership totals as of the end of May were 490 basic (down 30), 53 full (up 2), and 57 lifetime (up 0). The drop in basic members is still likely attributed to the tail end of the bump from Dan Itse’s appearance on Glen Beck. 

(b) Keith presented the Board with a state by state breakdown of the NHLA membership. The majority of the members were, as expected, from New Hampshire. 
6. Political Action Director’s Report -  Joel Winters
(a) Joel reported that he would organize a meeting for those putting together the Liberty Rating before the next board meeting.
(b) Joel reported that the latest candidate survey postcards were completed and were due to be delivered the following day. 

(c) There was discussion of nominees for activist of the year. 
7. Research Director’s Report – Dan Garthwaite
(a) Dan reported that the bug in the website code was fixed. 

(b) Dan reported that he updated the website captcha to make it more difficult for SPAM to make its way on to the forum. 
(c) Dan reported that the Gold Standard was now going out through Mail Chimp

(d) Jenn Coffey was re-invited to the Gold standard list.

8. Vice Chair’s Report – Sandy Pierre

(a) Sandy reported that Todd P. asked if he would be able to use the NHLA’s insurance rider for an event. Sandy reported that she explained because we had discontinued full year insurance riders in favor of event specific rider when needed. 
(b) Sandy reported that Don Gorman is planning to host a session for the NHLA at Porcfest on Friday June 24th. 

(c) Sandy reported Tammy S. would be decorating the NHLA sponsors golf cart at Porcfest. 
(d) Joel reported that he would be taking part in the Porcfest one pot cookoff with the NHLA name. T-shirts would be available for sale and trifolds would be available at the cookoff table. 

(e) Sandy reported that the NHLA would also have a spot in the Friday 11:00AM group talk with other Liberty related groups.

(f) Joel motioned that the Board approve $100 for a color ad in the Porcfest program, Steve seconded, motion carried.
