1. Call To Order

3. Secretary’s Report – Jason Sutherland
(a) Sandy made a motion to accept the amended June 2nd minutes, Joel seconded, motion carried.
(b) There was discussion of topics for the next newsletter that included the Liberty Dinner Recap, coverage of Ushare, the recent Mercatus Center report on Freedom in the 50 States which ranked New Hampshire first overall, Porcfest recap, an update on the special elections, and an announcement of the NHLA annual meeting. 
(c) The board decided the tentative dates for the next newsletter draft would be the 13th and publication on the 16th. 

(d) The board decided that a reminder notice about the Liberty Dinner should be sent out several days prior. 

(e) Jason reported that he had the approved copies of the February and March minutes but needed to transcribe them so they could be posted in doc format. 

(f) The board decided the current bylaws as listed on the website should be checked to make sure they conform to the approved changes voted on earlier in the year. 
4. Treasurer’s Report – Steve Villee

(a) Steve reported that since the month of June was not yet completed, the June financial report will be available next meeting. 
(b) Steve reported that he got notification that the domain registration was due to expire. Chandler had been maintaining the registration in the past. Steve planned to follow up with Chandler so one of them could renew the registration.
