Board of Director Meeting Minutes

for July 3, 2010
1. Call To Order

(a) Chairman Mark Warden called to order the regular meeting of the NHLA at 1:10 pm on July 3, 2010 at Murphy’s Taproom in Manchester.

3. Secretary’s Report – Paul, Comeau, Jr.
(a) Joel motioned to accept the minutes from the May 27 interim meeting.  Steve seconded.  The motion carried.

(b) Steve motioned to accept the minutes from the June 10 meeting.  Mark seconded.  The motion carried.

(c) Mark suggested replacing “Other Activism” section in this month’s newsletter with endorsed candidates.

(d) Paul inquired about where the Board stood in regards to the Civic Action suggestion from Dawn for BellaTucker.org of Londonderry who lost her arms and legs due to an illness.  After some discussion, Keith motioned to send $100 from the Civic Action fund to Bella.  Paul seconded.  The motion carried.

4. Treasurer’s Report – Steve Villee

(a) Steve reported that we have $4,581.09 in PAC, $1,373.46 in Civic Action, and $4,706.91 in Operation for a grand total of $10,661.46 for the month of June. 

(b) Jeremy motioned to accept the Treasurer’s Report.  Keith seconded. The motion carried.

(c) Steve reported that we have 40 RSVPs for Liberty Dinner to date.

5. Membership Director’s Report – Keith Ammon

(a) Keith reported that we have 2038 basic (up 4), 24 full (up 2), and 40 lifetime (up 1) for a total of 2102 members..

(b) Joel suggested doing a full clean up of database in Feb. 2011 on the 2 year anniversary of the big bump from the Rep. Dan Itse interview on Glenn Beck.  The Board agreed.

6. Political Action Director’s Report –Rep. Joel Winters
(a) Joel informed the Board that we have 40-50 completed surveys to date.  

(b) Joel agreed to write a congratulatory cover letter for candidates who score well and receive our endorsement.

7. Research Director’s Report – Jeremy Olson

(a) Jeremy informed the board that we have 53 roll call votes to use for the Liberty Ratings.  He said that we are using the same weighing as last year (high, medium, low impact).  

(b) Jeremy noted that the scoring of the votes is 1 point for pro-liberty, 0 points for anti-liberty, and ½ point for no vote.

(c) Jeremy noted a change from last year that incomplete ratings are for 70% of all roll call votes missed, not just the selected votes.  

(d) Jeremy also informed the board that a new section would be added this year for perfect attendance.

8. Chairman’s and Vice Chairman’s Report – Mark Warden and Sandy Pierre

(a) Mark reported that the table at PorcFest did not get much action.  Mark said that we got a little bump in membership.  Mark suggested for next year that the NHLA enters into the one pot cook off.

(b) Keith offered to host annual meeting.  Board meeting at 11:00am and annual meeting at 1:00pm.

9. Old Business

(a) Amanda B. informed the Board that she has a dozen or so items for the Liberty Dinner Silent Auction.  She said that she’d have bid sheets ready by the time of the dinner.  The Board agreed to collect all payments that night.  Mark said he would shoot Kevin an email to ask the Chateau if they have WiFi for PayPal payments.

(b) The Board drafted an itinerary for the emcees to be: 1) Ask everyone to be seated, 2) Welcome speech, 3) Explain who the NHLA is and some of our highlights of the year, 4) Recognize State Reps and candidates, 5) Then send people to buffet line by table, 6) During eating announce L.O.Y., last chance to bid in silent auction & 50/50, A.O.Y., 7) Unveil 2010 Liberty Ratings, give people a chance to review, announce highlights in ratings, 8) Announce winners of silent auction, 50/50, and any housekeeping items, 9) Introduce Sandy to introduce keynote speaker, and 10) After speaker is done, thank everyone for coming.

(c) The Board agreed not to do “balloon bills” this year.

(d) The Board agreed by majority vote to name Matt Simon as Activist of the Year.  Other nominees were: Barbara Aichinger, Kate Richards, Kate Muller, Bill Domenico, Pam Smith, Andy Sanborn, Andrew Hemingway, Jean Coutu, and Denis Goddard.
