1. Call To Order

3. Secretary’s Report – Paul, Comeau, Jr.
(a) Steve motioned to accept the minutes from the July 3 meeting.  Jeremy seconded.  The motion carried.

(b) Paul suggested replacing “Other Activism” section in this month’s newsletter with endorsed candidates in contested races only.

4. Treasurer’s Report – Steve Villee

(a) Steve reported that we have $5,956.09 in PAC, $1,273.46 in Civic Action, and $5,422.94 in Operation for a grand total of $12,652.49 for the month of July. 

(b) Steve reported that the PAC fund is in the black after sending out first round of checks to endorsed candidates.

(c) Steve reported that several endorsement checks have returned from candidates not needing the money.

(d) Paul motioned to accept the Treasurer’s Report.  Mark seconded. The motion carried.

5. Membership Director’s Report – Keith Ammon

(a) Keith reported that we have 2053 basic (up 15), 25 full (up 1), and 40 lifetime (up 0) for a total of 2118 members.

(b) Keith summarized the results of the HRA legislative summit.  Mark questioned, “Does the NHLA want to do a legislative summit of our own?”  After some discussion, the Board agreed to host a summit after the primary on September 18.

6. Political Action Director’s Report –Rep. Joel Winters
(a) Joel motioned that we send out endorsement checks to all approved candidates before and after the cut-off date in contested races except Board members.  Keith seconded.  The motion carried.

7. Research Director’s Report – Jeremy Olson

(a) Jeremy informed the Board that he is compiling files and information for the new Research Director.

(b) Jeremy informed the Board that B.D. R. and Dan G. are interested in the Research Director position.  Jeremy said that he may or may not run again depending on how he does in the primary.

8. Chairman’s and Vice Chairman’s Report – Mark Warden and Sandy Pierre

(a) Mark invited Kevin B. to give a Liberty Dinner post-mortem.  Kevin discussed with the Board the confusion, chaos, and suspected loss of revenue from people showing up to the dinner early and participating in the reception for which they had not paid for.  After some discussion, no conclusion was made.

(b) The Board also discussed the possible drawbacks of having both the Activist of the Year and keynote speaker be of the same topic.  After some discussion, no conclusion was made.

(c) Mark informed the Board that he is definitely not running for re-election for Chair.

9. Old Business

(a) Mark informed the Board that there are two candidates interested in the position of Chairman.  They are Darren T. and Kevin B.  The Board agreed to close nominations on September 14 and open voting on September 18 through September 28 at midnight.

(b) The Board also agreed to allow online voting as well as mail-in ballots for paper members.
